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HOW TO PRAY THE ROSARY  
The Rosary is a Scripture-based prayer. It begins with the Apostles' Creed, which summarizes the great mysteries of the Catholic faith. The Our Father, 
which introduces each mystery, is from the Gospels. The first part of the Hail Mary is the angel's words announcing Christ's birth and Elizabeth's greeting to 
Mary. St. Pius V officially added the second part of the Hail Mary. The Mysteries of the Rosary center on the events of Christ's life. There are four sets of 
Mysteries: Joyful, Sorrowful, Glorious andïïadded by Pope John Paul II in 2002ïïthe Luminous. 

The prayers of the Rosary 
The repetition in the Rosary is meant to lead one into restful and contemplative prayer related to each Mystery. The gentle repetition of the words helps us to 
enter into the silence of our hearts, where Christ's spirit dwells. The Rosary can be said privately or with a group. 
 
The Five Joyful Mysteries are traditionally prayed on the Mondays, Saturdays, and Sundays of Advent: 
The Annunciation, The Visitation, The Nativity, The Presentation in the Temple, The Finding in the Temple 
 
The Five Sorrowful Mysteries are traditionally prayed on the Tuesdays, Fridays, and Sundays of Lent: 
The Agony in the Garden, The Scourging at the Pillar, The Crowning with Thorns, The Carrying of the Cross, The Crucifixion and Death 
 
The Five Glorious Mysteries are traditionally prayed on the Wednesday and Sundays outside of Lent and Advent:  
The Resurrection, The Ascension, The Descent of the Holy Spirit, The Assumption, The Coronation of Mary 
 
The Five Luminous Mysteries are traditionally prayed on Thursdays: 
The Baptism of Christ in the Jordan, The Wedding Feast at Cana, Jesus' Proclamation of the Coming of the Kingdom of God, The Transfiguratio, The 

Institution of the Eucharist 
Praying the Rosary 
Familiarize yourself and/or your group with the prayers of the rosary. Make the Sign of the Cross, Holding the Crucifix, say the Apostles' Creed, On the first 
bead, say an Our Father, Say one Hail Mary on each of the next three beads, and Say the Glory Be. For each of the five decades, announce the Mystery 
(perhaps followed by a brief reading from Scripture) then say the Our Father. While fingering each of the ten beads of the decade, next say ten Hail Marys 
while meditating on the Mystery. Then say a Glory Be. (After finishing each decade, some say the following prayer requested by the Blessed Virgin Mary at 
Fatima: O my Jesus, forgive us our sins, save us from the fires of hell; lead all souls to Heaven, especially those who have most need of your 
mercy.) 
 
After saying the five decades, say the Hail, Holy Queen, followed by this dialogue and prayer: 

V. Pray for us, O holy Mother of God. R. That we may be made worthy of the promises of Christ. 
Let us pray: O God, whose Only Begotten Son, by his life, Death, and Resurrection, has purchased for us the rewards of eternal life, grant, we be-
seech thee, that while meditating on these mysteries of the most holy Rosary of the Blessed Virgin Mary, we may imitate what they contain and obtain 
what they promise, through the same Christ our Lord. Amen.  
(A prayer to St. Joseph may also follow.) Conclude the Rosary with the Sign of the Cross.

Signs and symbols in the sacred liturgy- 1 
The sacred liturgy is celebrated in and through the signs and symbols. The salvific mysteries of Isho Mesiha is commemorated 
and celebrated in the liturgy. 
 Signs are physical objects, events, or human actions which point beyond themselves in such a way as to express some further 
reality, occurrence or human conception. Commonly a sign has always a fixed meaning.  Example for this could be a sign post 
or a signal which gives us information and tells us what to do. It is commonly understood with fixed meanings. A sign is that 
which reveals a hidden reality.  And any sign helps us to communicate with people.  Therefore, any sign gives us information 
and has a fixed meaning.  Any sign points to another, draws attention to something else than itself. It gives information about something. 
  
The word ñsymbolò comes from the Greek word: ñůɡɛɓɎɚɚŮɘɜò (sumbaleon) which means ñto throw togetherò ñto place togetherò ñto put togetherò. But in the 
ordinary sense, symbol means the two matching parts of a broken ring, tablet, or coin joined to form a unity. A symbol is closer to the thing signified. We can 
say that all symbols are signs, but not all signs are symbols. Thus the symbol is the reality in which another attains knowledge of a being. Therefore, we can 
say that all human situations, events, persons, and even material things have a symbolic value through which we get the knowledge of a being/person.   
Vatican II SC 33. Says ñthe visible signs helps us to signify the invisible divine reality i.e. Godò The symbols can be objects, words, silence, actions, gestures 
and song which helps us to enter into real relationship with God.  Faith has to be expressed in the ways of sings and symbols. SC. 60 says ñthe sacred signs 
which bear a resemblance to the sacraments.  They signify effects, particularly of a spiritual nature, which are obtained through the churchôs intercession. 
 
In the following weeks we shall try to understand what are the signs and symbols used in our liturgy to give us divine experience and to make present the 
salvific mystery.

Single civil code- Christian, Hindu ways also under lens 
The commission has prepared 16 questions seeking public opinion on issues concerning Hindus, Muslims and Christians.  

 
New Delhi:  The law commission's exercise to formulate a uniform civil code has reached a critical phase as it has asked the citizens to give their views on 
ending several religious practices and customs that have been branded anti-women in all the three major religions. Sending out a list of 16 questions to 
gauge public opinion and the direction in which it should proceed, the commission is also asking whether to ban or regulate polygamy. The question may 
appear aimed at ending the much-criticised practice of a Muslim man being permitted to marry up to four women. But the commission adds another question 
to it -whether similar practices such as Maitri-Karar be ended as well. 
 
Maitri-Karar, even though banned by law, is still practised sporadically in Gujarat. Through this, a married Hindu man signs a friendship pact on stamp paper 
with another woman and brings her home to live together. 
 
Justice B S Chauhan, chairman of the law commission, told TOI that formulating the questions was an elaborate affair involving several meetings of the 
panel itself in addition to consultations with numerous experts in the field. ñIt took us two months to frame the questions keeping in mind the prevailing cus-
toms and practices in the different religions to elicit meaningful responses from the public,ò he said. ñFamily law reforms has to view women's rights as an 
end in itself rather than a matter of constitutional provisions, religious rights and political debate alone,ò he said. The commission has fixed a 45-day time 
limit for receiving responses from the general public and stake-holders,ò Justice Chauhan said. 
 
On triple talaq which, according to Sharia, the Islamic law based on Koran, permits a husband to pronounce `talaq' three times to instantly divorce his wife, 
the commission is asking whether it should be abolished altogether, retained only in customs without legal sanctity , or retained with suitable amendments. 
The very next question in the list attempts to strike a balance by asking the public as to the steps needed to ñensure that Hindu women are better able to 
exercise their right to property, which is often bequeathed to sons under customary practicesò. 
 
After pointing out these two deficiencies in Muslim and Hindu societies, the commission wanted to know the citizens' response to the desirability of a two-
year waiting period for finalization of divorce among Christians and whether it affected Christian women's right to equality. Under the Hindu law, the wait 
period is one year in case of divorce by mutual consent of spouses.

Cardinal Bo endorses UCAN religious freedom report 
'On the Edge' shows how the Catholic Church is deeply concerned about the erosion of this fundamental right.  

Yangon:  The On the Edge book published by UCA News holds a mirror to religious based hatred and is a fitting warning to not compromise on freedom of 
conscience, said Cardinal Charles Maung Bo of Yangon. "This document to me is the 'magna carta' of religious freedom in Asia," said Cardinal Bo during the 
On the Edge book launch in Yangon Oct. 14. This book will shed great light on the need for religious freedom, he said. 
 
On the Edge is the first of a series of annual reports about the state of religious persecution among religions in the region by governments and by each other. 
It is edited by Father Michael Kelly, S.J., UCAN Executive Director. "On the Edge articulates the agony of Asia ð the mother of great religions: Hinduism, 
Buddhism, Jainism, Islam and Judaism and the freedom to believe and follow one's own conscience in determining faith is an inherent right but violated by 
crooks and governments in theocratic societies as well as democracies," he said. 
 
The first report focuses on Bangladesh, Sri Lanka, China, India, Indonesia, Philippines and Vietnam. "It is timely, well researched, narrating the poignant 
stories of survivors of religious intolerance," the Yangon archbishop said. In documenting the poverty stricken Christian settlements of Pakistan, the narra-
tives of anti-Christian riots in India, the plight of Chinese underground Christians, the sad and moving stories of Rohingyas in Myanmar, the emergence of 
religious intolerance in Bangladesh, the role of extremist monks in Sri Lanka and Myanmar, the poison of hatred in tolerant Indonesia, "the documentation 
tells a story of tears, brokenness and resilience of the persecuted religious minorities," he said. 
 
"Dark clouds of hatred are gathering in Asia. Merchants of death have rolled down narratives of hatred. This book's great contribution is to hold a mirror to 
that hatred," he said. "Genocides occur where religious freedom is restricted. Genocides occur where this is substituted by procrastination. This is not the 
time to compromise our conscience," the cardinal said. "So the book On the Edge is a fitting warning." 
 
Religious freedom is the right to hold any belief and the book addresses some of these issues such as the right to worship, observance, practice, expression 
and teaching, he said. "Hence, On the Edge is an armor for peace and justice. I wish all Christians will read this book, to understand how the Catholic Church 
is deeply concerned about the erosion of this fundamental right," Cardinal Bo said.

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Persecution of Christians from the 1st Century to the present time ð17 
 Current situation (1989 to present) 

Saudi Arabia 
Saudi Arabia is an Islamic state that practices Wahhabism and restricts all other religions, including the possession of religious items such as 
the Bible, crucifixes, and Stars of David. Christians are arrested and lashed in public for practicing their faith openly. Strict sharia is enforced. 
Muslims are forbidden to convert to another religion. If one does so and does not recant, they can be executed.  
 
Senegal 
During government protests, some crowds turned their violence against Christian churches. Some of the infrastructure was destroyed. 
 
 Somalia 
Christians in Somalia face persecution associated with the ongoing civil war in that country.  In September 2011 militants sworn to eradicate 
Christianity from Somalia beheaded two Christian converts. A third Christian convert was beheaded in Mogadishu in early 2012.  
 
Sudan 
During the Second Sudanese Civil War people were taken into slavery; estimates of abductions range from 14,000 to 200,000. Abduction of 
Dinka women and children was common. In 1992 there were mass arrests and torture of local priests. Prior to partition, southern Sudan had a 
number of Christian villages. These were subsequently wiped out by Janjaweed militias.  
 
Syria 
Syria has been home to Christianity from the 1st to 3rd centuries CE onwards. The majority of Syrian Christians are once Western Aramaic 
speaking but now largely Arabic speaking Arameans-Syriacs, with smaller minorities of Eastern Aramaic speaking Assyrians and Armenians 
also extant. While religious persecution has been relatively low level compared to other Middle Eastern nations, many of the Christians have 
been pressured into identifying as Arab Christians, with the Assyrian and Armenian groups retaining their native languages. 
During the Syrian Civil War, Genocide of Christians by ISIL and other militant groups has been ongoing. Some 13 nuns and three workers 
from a Greek Orthodox monastery in the Christian village of Maaloula were also kidnapped.  
 
Tunisia 
Since the Tunisian revolution of 2011, there has been religious violence consisting of Muslim attacks on Christians in Tunisia. 
 
Turkey 
The Orthodox population of Turkey was substantially reduced as a result of the Greek genocide preceding and during World War I. Additionally, the vast 
majority of Greek Orthodox Christians were forced to leave the territory of Turkey in a population swap following the Treaty of Lausanne. Included among 

that transfer were many Turkish speaking Christians, who were nonetheless sent to Greece. After years of persecution (e.g. 
the Varlēk Vergisi and the Istanbul Pogrom), emigration Greek Orthodox from the Istanbul region greatly accelerated, reduc-
ing the 119,822 -strong Greek minority before the attack to about 7,000 by 1978. The 2008 figures released by the Turkish 
Foreign Ministry places the current number of Turkish Greek Orthodox at the 3,000ï4,000 mark. The different Christian 
communities as Armenians and the Catholic community in Istanbul was also targeted during Istanbul Pogrom. 
 
While Varlēk Vergisi ("Wealth tax" or "Capital tax") was a Turkish tax levied on the wealthy citizens of Turkey in 1942, with 
the stated aim of raising funds for the country's defense in case of an eventual entry into World War II. However, those who 
suffered most severely were non-Muslims like the Jews, Greeks, Armenians, and Levantines Catholic, who controlled a 
large portion of the economy.[ Though it was the Armenians who were most heavily taxed. 
 
The Ecumenical Patriarchate of Constantinople is still in a difficult position. Turkey requires by law that the Ecumenical 
Patriarch must be an ethnic Greek, holding Turkish citizenship by birth, although most of the Greek minority has been ex-
pelled. The state's expropriation of church property and the closing of the Orthodox Theological School of Halki are also 
difficulties faced by the Church of Constantinople. Despite appeals from the United States, the European Union and various 
governmental and non-governmental organizations, the School remains closed since 1971. In November 2007, a 17th-
century chapel of Our Lord's Transfiguration at the Halki seminary was almost totally demolished by the Turkish forestry 
authority. There was no advance warning given for the demolition work and it was stopped after appeals by the Ecumenical 
Patriarch.  
 

The difficulties currently experienced by the Armenian Orthodox minority in Turkey are a result of an anti-Armenian and anti-Christian attitude by ultra-
nationalist groups such as the Grey Wolves. According to Minority Rights Group, while the government recognizes Armenians as minorities but as used in 
Turkey, this term denotes second-class status. In the aftermath of the Sheikh Said rebellion, the Syriac Orthodox Church was subjected to harassment by 
Turkish authorities, on the grounds that some Assyrians allegedly collaborated with the rebelling Kurds. Consequently, mass deportations took place and 
Patriarch Mar Ignatius Elias III was expelled from Mor Hananyo Monastery which was turned into a Turkish barrack. The patriarchal seat was then trans-
ferred to Homs temporarily. 
In February 2006, Father Andrea Santoro was murdered in Trabzo.  on April 18, 2007 in Zirve Publishing House, Malatya, Turkey Three employees of the 

Bible publishing house were attacked, tortured and murdered by five Sunni Muslim assailants. (Source: Wikipedia) (To be continued)
