           A main theme in Catholicism is Godôs mercy, as this plays an essential role in 
the belief of confession. A component of His mercy is His justice, which is exemplified 
in the parable of the workers in the vineyard from Matthew (20, 1-16). The parable uses 
the simile of a landowner hiring laborers for his vineyard. He goes at different times - 9 
AM, 12 PM, 3 PM, and 5 PM - offering laborers ñwhat is justò if they work in his vine-
yard. The laborers agree and work in the vineyard. At the end of the day, all the labor-
ers are paid, starting from the workers who started later than everyone else. Once they 
are paid, the laborers who came to the vineyard first see that everyone who came after 
them and worked less got paid the same amount as them. This makes them angry, so 
they ask the landowner why he did such a thing. He replies pointing out that the money 
is his own, and he is allowed to do what he wants with it. He also suggests that the 
laborers who worked the most were being jealous of those who worked later.  
          While this may seem absolutely ridiculous considering that in American society 
people are paid based on the amount or quality of labor, the deeper meaning will make 
the parable make more sense. If it helps, you can think of this situation like a project 
your teacher assigns and gives a week to complete. In this example, imagine the 
teacher never said you would get extra credit for turning in the project early. Even if you 
work very hard on the project and turn it in early, another kid that turns in his/her pro-
ject on the due date can get the same grade as you as long as they did what they were 
supposed to. When you think about it like this, it seems weird to imagine going up to 
your teacher demanding extra credit for turning in the project early when they never 
even promised extra credit.  
           In the parable, the landowner is supposed to be like God. He promises us ñwhat 
is justò as long as we follow His will. This is the covenant given to Noah so long ago. 
God promises us salvation and a life in heaven, which is not changed for each person 
that follows Godôs will. The laborers represent followers of God. Them following God is 
portrayed by going to work in the vineyard. Jesus is trying to explain to us that God 
does not give different rewards for those who surrender themselves to him, regardless 
of how long. This is why those on their deathbeds are still allowed to convert and give 
themselves completely to God with the hope of salvation. Godôs justice is rewarding us 
for our unconditional love, no matter when you start loving Him.
